The First World War’s appalling death toll
and the need for a sense of equality of
sacrifice on the home front led to Canada’s
first experience of overseas conscription.
While historians have focused on resistance
to enforced military service in Quebec, this
has obscured the important role of those
who saw military service as incompatible
with their religious or ethical beliefs. Crisis
of Conscience is the first and only book
about the Canadian pacifists who refused
to fight in the Great War. The experience of
these conscientious objectors offers insight
into evolving attitudes about the rights and
responsibilities of citizenship during a key
period of Canadian nation building.

The Newfoundland and Labrador cod fishery was
once the most successful commercial ground fishery
in the world. When it collapsed in 1992, fishermen,
scholars, and scientists pointed to failures in
management such as uncontrolled harvesting as
likely culprits. Managed Annihilation makes the case
that the idea of natural resource management itself
was the problem. The collapse occurred when the
fisheries were state-managed and still, nearly two
decades later, there is no recovery in sight. Although
the collapse raised doubts among policy-makers
about their ability to understand, predict, and
control nature, their ultimate goal of control through
management has not wavered — it has simply been
transferred from wild fish to fishermen and farmed
cod.

In 1902 the Woman'’s Christian Temperance Union
(WCTU) petitioned the Japanese government to

stop rewarding good deeds with the bestowal of

sake cups. Alcohol production and consumption, its
members argued, harmed individuals, endangered
public welfare, and wasted vital resources. This
campaign was part of a wide-ranging reform program
to eliminate prostitution, eradicate drinking, spread
Christianity, and improve the lives of women. As
Elizabeth Dorn Lublin shows, members did not
passively accept and propagate government policy
but felt a duty to shape it by defining social problems
and influencing opinion. Certain their beliefs and
reforms were essential to Japan’s advancement,
members couched their calls for change in the
rhetorical language of national progress. Ultimately,
the WCTU’s activism belies received notions of
women’s public involvement and political engagement
in Meiji Japan.
